Suggestions for weighing your llamas fleece, any digital scale will work
	I use a small hand held scale purchased from the fishing department at Walmart.  It is light weight and easy to use. 
Before I shear I will gently groom the large debris and use my blower  to remove the sand and dirt from the fleece. 
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After a quick examination of my llama a decision is made to use the barrel or the entire blanket area which includes the prime fleece area. I will record how the animal was shorn as the amount of fleece will be different for each cut. 
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A skirting table located in my shearing area will make it easy to collect as I shear, or I will use a large square laundry basket.  Skirting out the belly, large vegetation, matting and extreme length differences of the fleece will give you a more accurate weight of what will be used as you process your fleece. 

When weighing my fleece I will place it in a light weight plastic bag that will be used for each fleece to provide consistency in weighing.  Record the weight, date of shearing, age of animal and name of animal on a piece of paper and place it in the bag. I will check my records to see when I last sheared so I can see how many months this fleece has grown.  I also have a piece of tape with the animal’s name that I place on the outside of the bag. 

Weight is important when selling your fleece, having yarn spun and now in your show fleeces.
